Introduction 
 
First Baptist Church of Athens, Alabama has the opportunity to offer scholarships due to the generousness 

of several members that have chosen to contribute monies to the church with the specific instructions that 

these monies be used to provide scholarships to candidates that meet their selection criteria.  All of the 

providers have specified what criteria that the successful applicant must meet to be awarded any monies 

from these scholarship funds.  Since each of the scholarships have differing requirements, thus this 

application has been tailored to assist the Scholarship Committee in obtaining sufficient information 

required to ensure that the successful applicant has meet each of honoree’s selection criteria.  The 

Scholarship Committee itself is comprised of individuals that meet the requirements as set forth by the 

providers.  The quantity and specific offices that they hold are required by the provider’s wishes to 

administrate the dispersion of scholarship funds. 

 

Please follow these instructions carefully to fill out this application as completely as possible.  Do not 

leave any blanks empty.  If the question does not apply to you, mark the open space with “N/A” or write 

Not Applicable.  Please print in a legible manner so that no confusion occurs that might forfeit your 

eligibility to be considered for a scholarship.
